A block of rooms has been reserved at The Beverly Hilton at a 
rate of $295*, king/double occupancy.  In addition, there are 
deluxe king/double rooms at a rate of $325* as well as junior 
suites at a rate of $500* and executive suites at a rate of $650*.  
The rates will be in effect from April 14-22, 2008, as well as 
three days prior and three days after the conference, based on 
availability.

Ground Transportation 
 

There are three airports located within The Beverly 
Hilton vicinity: Los Angles International (LAX), 
Burbank Glendale Pasadena Airport (BUR) and John 
Wayne Airport (SNA).  LAX is a 30 minute drive to 
The Beverly Hilton, while Burbank Glendale Pasadena 
is a 45 minute drive and John Wayne Airport, a 1 hour 
drive.  All drive times quoted without traffic in the Los 
Angeles area and your trip may take longer than 
expected, so please plan accordingly.   
 

The following companies offer shuttle service from 
LAX, BUR and SNA: Prime Time Shuttle (1-800-
RED-VANS) and Super Shuttle (1-800-BLUE-VAN), 
both at $15 per person, each way. 
 

If you wish to rent a car, all major national car rental 
companies are available from all three airports.  
Hotwire.com also offers great deals on pre-paid, non-
refundable car rentals with major car rental companies.   
If you are driving, parking at The Beverly Hilton is 
available for $29 per day (valet) and $25 per day (self-
parking) for overnight guests.  C-100 has arranged a 
discounted rate for non-overnight guests of $15 per day 
(valet) and $10 per day (self-parking).  For non-
overnight guests, please mention the Committee of 100 
to receive the discounted rate.
